Connector Types

· BNC – requires a quarter turn to attach.  It has a slotted track with a corresponding, knobbed counterpart.
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· TNC – typical gps antenna connector – screws off (3/8”)
· N-style – looks like TNC connector, but bigger (5/8”) and usually for a radio antenna.

· SDMA – very small screw-on style connector.  Found for instance on a flat (not ruggedized/non-waterproof) Freewave radio. Looks like a small nut bolt.
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
