One Keystroke Total Station Work

This document is to confirm that SurvCE and FAST Survey will do one-keystroke total station data collection.  To verify this, configure to Manual Total Station using the PC Demo version, or work directly with your field instrument.  Screen captures are from the new 2.0 release, due out in a few weeks.
(1) Be sure to turn off the Hgt/Description Prompt on Save.  In 1.6 and the new 2.0 release versions, this is found under Configure within Equip:
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Within Configure, turn off Hgt/Description Prompt as shown:
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This is a useful prompt for many people, who forget to change a target height (prism pole height), or forget to change the description and want to be reminded.  But if turned off, it saves a whole pop-up screen and extra Enter.  Also turn off Prompt for Point Notes.  You should also turn off any GIS attributing as set up in Field Codes under File.  All of these options lead to follow-up prompts.  And be sure to make the Enter/Store Icon be “Read & Store” as opposed to Read or Store.  Read or Store makes the first Enter Read, then second Enter Store (so you can study the results of the Read).  So the above screen covers most of the settings.
(2) Now go to Store Points (Sideshot/Traverse in 1.6), and after you arrange the setup and backsight (one-time process), you are in the foresight screen, which looks like as shown below:Just hit Enter.  It stores the next point.  It’s just one Enter!  Because it stores immediately, change your target height or description ahead of time.

(3) With the 2.0 release, you can even avoid re-doing the backsight if you turn off Prompt for Total Station Setup (Configure screen capture above).  This allows you to switch from stakeout to storing points without re-entering the backsight screen.  If you have a new backsight, and really, really want to enter the new data, you can click the tripod icon and enter new setup and backsight points, etc.
